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June Schedule: 
As summer begins, construction in Forest Lake will 

continue.  Below is a summary of what will be done 

in June: 

Bridge Work—Pile driving and surcharge areas will 

continue.  Crews will be working on bridge abut-

ments, temporary ramps, and utility relocations. 

Backage Road (Extension of First Ave NW)—Muck ex-

cavation is complete and crews are now working on 

storm sewer and grading.  The backage road should 

be complete and open to traffic by the end of June.  

Most businesses on the north side of Broadway Ave-

nue will have access to the backage road.   

Broadway Avenue—Utility work continues on the 

north side of Broadway Avenue.  The above-ground 

utilities will be buried in a joint trench, which will be 

located under the new sidewalk.  Work on the actual 

roadway will begin when the backage road is open.   

Hardwood Creek Pedestrian Bridge: 

On Friday, May 6, the Hardwood Creek Pedestrian 

bridge structure was assembled and lifted into place.  

This bridge now spans County Road 2/Broadway Ave-

nue.  In June, the trail will be paved, bridge railings 

and deck will be completed, and the walls will be 

painted.  There is also a small amount of watermain 

work to be done.  The bridge is expected to be com-

plete and open to users of the Hardwood Creek Trail 

by the end of June.

Every Thursday, Washington County hosts a meeting 

to inform any interested business owner, manager, or 

resident on the construction progress and upcoming 

schedule.  There are also discussions on various mar-

keting tools that businesses can use throughout con-

struction.
